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USE OF PAST PERFECT

It is used for an action taking place before a certain
time in the past (putting emphasis only on the fact, not
the duration)

Before I came here, I had spoken to Jack.
I was ill because I had eaten something bad.

Signal Words
already, just, never, not yet, once, until that day (with
reference to the past, not the present)

DURATION BEFORE SOMETHING IN THE PAST
(STATIVE VERBS)

With stative verbs, we use the Past Perfect to show that

something started in the past and continued up until

another action in the past.

a) We had had that car for ten years before it broke
down.

b)By the time Alex finished his studies, he had been in
London for over eight years.

¢) They felt bad about selling the house because they had
owned it for more than forty years.

The verbs '"live," "work," "teach," and "study" are
sometimes used in this way even though they are NQT
stative verbs.

PAST PERFECT

FORM
[had + past participle]

+ You had studied English before you moved to New
York.

? Had you studied English before you moved to New
York?

- You had not studied English before you moved to
New York.

The Past Perfect expresses the idea that something
occurred before another action in the past. It can also
show that something happened before a specific time in
the past.

a) I had never seen such beautiful beaches before I went
to Sardinia.

b) I did not have any money because I had lost my
wallet.

¢) Tony knew Paris so well because he had visited the
city several times.

We don’t need the Past Perfect when the sequence of
events is clear:
d) I came home and turned on my computer.
