b. I remember (2nd action) going (1st action) to the seaside when I was young. I really enjoyed myself.


2.a. He stopped (1st action) to have (2nd action) a cigarette; he'd had a stressful meeting.
	Why did he stop? To have a cigarette. (To have = purpose = in order to)
b. He stopped (2nd action) smoking (1st action) after his heart attack.


3.a. “The photocopier isn't working.” “Try pressing the green button.” = experiment

b. I tried to open the window, but I couldn't. It was stuck. = make an effort


4.a. I like reading science fiction, especially I. Asimov. = general= enjoy

b. I like to go to the dentist twice a year for a check-up. = prefer


5.a My promotion is good news, but it will mean working longer hours. = result in

b. I meant to go shopping, but I didn’t have enough time. = intention


6.a The presenter went on talking despite the negative reaction from the audience.  = continue doing the same things as before

b. After they had discussed the problems, they went on to talk about the possible solutions. = stop one thing and start another thing/ change

VERB (1st action) + TO INF (2nd action)	

They decided to go to the party.					
I need to have a break.			
I want to go to the toilet.
I expect to pass my exams.

VERB (2nd action) + -ING (1st action)		

The children denied opening their presents before Christmas day.
The boys admitted breaking the window.

	I remember going to the seaside when I was young. I really enjoyed myself. (FIRST I went to the seaside, THEN I remembered the event.)
