· QUIZLET

Quizlet is a really great tool for learning new vocabulary.  Just sign up and enjoy!

"Quizlet allows registered users to create sets with customised terms for their own purposes.  These sets of terms can then be studied in several modes: 

Cards : This mode is similar to a classic learning method.  It simply involves writing a term or word on one side of the paper and writing its definition on the other side. Users can then turn the virtual paper over and over again.

Gravity : In this mode, the user sees words falling down the screen in the form of an asteroid. The user must type the word that matches the definition before the word reaches the bottom of the screen.

Write : In this mode, the user must type the definition after seeing the term or vice versa. If the user makes a mistake, the term will be asked again in the next test. The test continues until the user makes no more mistakes.

Learning : In this mode, the user is provided with an adapted study if he/she answers the questions correctly. Questions with incorrect answers will be asked again on the following days for more personal and deeper learning.

Spelling : In this mode, the site dictates a word while the user has to write it with the correct spelling.

Associate : In this mode, the user is presented with a grid of cards with which he/she must make pairs. The user must match definitions to terms and terms to definitions until there are no cards left in the grid. A countdown timer and a memory for the best result complete the game.

A game-based learning platform for all levels, beginner to advanced, that is seriously good fun.  The rules are very simple: You have one minute to read as many definitions as you can and write the correct answer.  Every time you give a correct answer, you get one or two extra seconds, and every four correct answers give you a hint.

You can skip as many words as you want, so make sure you press Esc or click on Skip whenever you don’t know a word.

At the end of the game, you’ll be able to see the number of correct answers, your accuracy and your points, among other stats.  After every game, you’ll get some random game suggestions on different specific topics.

Advanced level vocabulary game.  Very easy to play: you get seven definitions and 18 tiles with letters, and your goal is to click on the tiles to create words that match the definitions.  Each definition is followed by a number of gray squares that correspond to the number of tiles you need to use to form that word.

Other than that and three hints, that’s all you have to complete the 777 puzzles included in the game.  When you guess one word, its definition gets crossed out and the corresponding tiles disappear.

· SCRABBLE ONLINE  https://scrabble-online.com/category/scrabble/ 
“Scrabble” might not be a game designed specifically for learning English, but it’s a great way to test your vocabulary.  You can now play “Scrabble” online with friends or against the computer. All you need to do is enter your age to play!

The rules to play “Scrabble” are simple. You choose seven letters in the form of tiles and use them to make words. All tiles touching one another have to make a real English word, and you have to build words using the letters from other words that have already been laid down.

Every square has a letter and number written on it that represents the points that you get for using that letter.

As you play online, you can chat with the other players. Just type messages in the chat space to the right of the Scrabble board.  This means that you can interact, and practice your writing skills at the same time.

At Free Rice, you can practice matching words to the correct definition, and donate rice at the same time!  How cool is that??!   For each correct answer, the United Nations World Food Programme donates 10 grains of rice to a country in need. When you play, there is a visual display of which is added to a bowl each time you make a correct response. Free Rice includes subject area lists in Geography, Science, Math, and others. It is leveled so you can play at just the right personal level of challenge.
· WORD CLOUDS – The following tools generate word clouds made up of the key words from texts that you copy and paste, or from URLs.  Some are interactive, and all of them allow you to work on developing your vocabulary in a visual context that you’ve adapted to your own tastes and needs.  Nice.

This is an adventure game, similar in style to an escape game.  You are an adventurer trying to find the secret to the mystical Temple of Doomed Grammar. There are ten rooms in the temple, and each one is full of tricks and traps. You need to use your English grammar and vocabulary to get through the rooms.

Spotting mistakes (error recognition) is key to self-correcting your writing.  Try out your proof-reading skills by playing this game.

Every quiz consists of ten sentences, which will appear one at a time on the screen. Each sentence contains exactly one mistake. Your first job is to find the mistake and click on it.  Recommended for advanced students of English who are taking the final steps toward fluency.

The mistake might be a misspelled word, an incorrect punctuation mark, an improperly used word, or a capitalization error.

Not a game – but this could be really useful.  Accent Hero uses modern speech recognition technology to provide you with feedback in real time, showing tips and comparing your pronunciation to the pronunciation of a native English speaker.  You can even choose you accent from British or Amercian Engish.

Accent Hero presents results visually, which helps to see the difference even if you don’t have an ear for music.

Just pick a word, record yourself, get the visual feedback, try again …

The only drawback, possibly, is that to record yourself you need to log in and give an email address or a Google account.

· LANGUAGE EXCHANGE APPS

Language exchange apps aren’t exactly games, but they are definitely fun and worthwhile.  
· HELLO TALK is a community of language learners which claims to have 18 million members worldwide.   The app allows you to talk in real time with people from all over the world. It gives you the speaking practice that you might well need.

The app includes video and audio calls, texting, translation tools, group chats, and a great search feature so that you can find friends.

New users fill in a profile and the app suggests similar profiles of people you might enjoy connecting with. The chat feature is very developed: you can send photos, emojis and doodles to your new language partners. Once you’ve gained each other’s trust, it’s even possible to send voice messages and make phone calls for free!
· BILINGUA is said to be the best app for personalized matching.  It uses a matching algorithm to pair learners based on their personalities, language level and what they want to talk about.  https://bilingua.io/about
· MY LANGUAGE EXCHANGE was created by a teacher specializing in language exchange learning.  It’s said to be the best app for long-term connections: a life-time language buddy.  Once you have connected with someone, what usually happens is that you agree to switch to an alternative form of messaging like email, Skype ofr WhatsApp.  https://www.mylanguageexchange.com/ 

“This is language exchange for those who loved doing language exchanges in high school. You could meet someone on this site who will become a part of your life long term. A person you might Skype with for years and eventually fly halfway across the world to meet. Students who are used to the anonymous and instant feel of modern apps might find this a bit creepy or even potentially dangerous.  It depends on what you are looking for, and how much of yourself you want to share”
· THE MIXXER is good for speaking via Skype, Zoom and WhatsApp.  You have to connect your account to a speaking app straight away.  This is for people who are looking for live speaking practice rather than someone to text.  It was created by Dickinson College in the US “to connect language learners around the world so that everyone is both student and teacher. …. Help them practice your native language while they help you practice theirs.”   https://www.language-exchanges.org/
